High School Summer School is designed to provide an opportuni ty for students who have fai led courses dur ing the regular 
school year, and would l ike to make-up course work/credi ts dur ing the summer.  

 Exception: Students who took Algebra IA for High School credi t dur ing the Spr ing semester 2008 may attend the 
Session II Summer School in order to faci l i tate being on track for graduation. 

 Students who are attending schools on BLOCK SCHEDULES must register for both sessions. 
 Registration for students who are DeKalb County residents, but are not enrol led in a DeKalb County School, wi l l be on 

a space avai lable basis at si tes designated for their attendance area.  

Registration: 

Students should fi l l  out a registration form and return it to Decatur  High School by noon on Tuesday, May 27. No 
fees are paid at this time.  Later that week, Ms. Clarice Whiting, Summer School Registrar , at Avondale Middle 
School wil l  officially enroll  the students and generate an appointment time for  the payment of fees.
